Matters arising from Previous Minutes 

· Grass track Meetings, thank you letters - Michelle to do and email Gayleen to print and post out.

· Races on Premier Nights –  Steve Phillips will go back to A.T.C. to negotiate racing on Premier Nights.

· Overseas Trips - Norway Trip/Russia trip is scheduled for late May 2009.  Anyone interested to contact Steve Phillips.  Steve will keep us informed as and when he has more information.

· Sponsor for $1000 races – Tim Vince said he has something in the pipeline and will inform us if it goes ahead. A motion was passed that the NI Amateur Drivers will pay the food bill, any alcohol or other drinks ordered are to be paid by that person who has ordered it.

· Novice Drivers that need to get their 10 drives – Phil Clabby to supply a list of those who want to get their drives and then arrangements will be made over the coming months to get some horses available at the Saturday Alexandra Park workouts for them to drive.
