Summer series dates will be organised once the race dates are available. Phil, Ival and Richard to form a sub committee to organise these.

AGM Remits
Having compiled a list during the season of topics for discussion with a view to presenting as Remits at the upcoming AGM, the following items were discussed with the following outcomes:
Remits to be presented at next months AGM

1. That rule 5.7 North Island Amateur Driving Champion is deleted.  The result of this would be that the winner of the ‘race series driver competition’, as determined by rule 5.6, a & b, would be just that and no longer also be considered the North Island Amateur Driving Champion. 
(Revert to rule 5.6 a & b, as in place Oct 2009, Version VI).
2. That rule 6.3 Drivers is changed to read:
There shall be a maximum of eight (8) drivers to qualify to drive in the finals series, which shall be the eight drivers who, in accordance with rule 5.6, are the highest ranked drivers, at the completion of the race series. In the event that one or more of the qualified drivers, for any reason, cannot participate in the finals series, the next highest ranked driver shall qualify.

(Revert to conditions of rule 7.3, as in place Oct 2009, Version VI).

3. That rule 6.6 Diver draws is changed to read:

For each race of the finals series, the horse that each driver shall drive in the race shall be determined by ballot (hereinafter referred to as “the ballot”) and shall be performed under Stipendary control.

4. That rule 6.10 Rankings is changed to read:

At the completion of all races in the finals series, all drivers shall be ranked in descending order of their aggregate competition points gained in those races and the highest ranked driver shall be declared the winner and the North Island Amateur Driving Champion. In the event that any two or more drivers have equal aggregate competition points, their final rankings, vis-a-vis each other, shall be determined as follows:

a.  
Firstly, by reference to their placing relative to each other in each of the four races in the finals series, so that in the event that one driver finished ahead of the other driver in three of the four races in the finals series, that first-mentioned driver shall be the higher ranked driver.

b. 
Secondly, by reference to the absolute placing in each of the four series races, so that the driver with the most wins shall be the higher ranked driver. In the event that both drivers have the same wins, than the driver with the most next highest placing shall be ranked highest.

c.
In the event that two drivers cannot be separated under the above rules, their rankings relative to each other shall be determined by the toss of a coin.

(Revert to conditions of rule 7.10, as in place Oct 2009, Version VI).

5. That rule 6.11 National final qualifications is changed to read:

The North Island Amateur Driving Champion and the three next highest ranked drivers in the finals series shall qualify to compete in the national finals series. In the event that one or more of the qualified drivers, for any reason, cannot participate in the finals series, the next highest ranked driver shall qualify.

 (Revert to conditions of rule 7.11, as in place Oct 2009, Version VI & make provision for a substitute driver in the event one of the ‘top 4’ is unable to compete).

On the basis of the above being accepted as a true and accurate reflection of the discussions held and decisions made during our June meeting, these will be presented as the remits to be voted upon and adopted at the upcoming AGM.  

General Business

Johnnie has a connection regarding having Harness Racing Hats, shirts and Jackets made with Amateur Logo on them for Amateurs to purchase, Johnnie with bring all costings to the next meeting.

A request for Steve to bring up at the next Executive Meeting the possibility of making a couple of  Tuesday Advanced Amateur tote races, penalty free.

A reminder that a new Secretary will be required for next year.
