Matters Arising From the Minutes:

Provincial Challenge

Danny Blakemore said all three teams had a chance to win, but Canterbury was the eventual winner. Matt had a good race and had his 5th win. Congratulations to Matt on this win. Johnnie Butcher did really well to come 2nd. It was a well worth trip the people were very nice and everybody was treated very well. A good group of horses to use as well. Matt even managed to find some good night life. Michelle Caig has thanked the northern guys for coming down and said they were a great help and it was a pleasure to have our guys down there. The boys each received the $200 to help with expenses.

Canterbury Auckland Challenge

Jeff Darby said they were well organised fields. Auckland at 16 points ahead took home the shield. The shield is too large to transport around so a plaque showing the winner will be fixed on the shield each time it is won. Steve Phillips is really keen to keep Riccarton as it is such a good venue. As it was so expensive to enter these competitions, subsidy will be given to Jeff Darby, Steve Philips, Danny Baker and Steve Hollander of $100 each as they had to pay for two drives at $200 per drive.

National Meeting

Ival Brownlee, John Kriechbaumer, Steve & Anne Phillips and Steve Hollander attended the National meeting held in Christchurch on Novemeber10th. $2800 in the National body fund.

The 2012 world driving champs was discussed. 10 winning drives and advance licence sufficient by time nominations close to enter. All drives in series are penalty free.

Still working on sponsorship packages. Steve Phillips said they need to come up with $10,000. Packages will be available giving naming rights etc. Info will be available as soon as it is all finalised.
NZADA has been advised by FEGET that Canada can be invited. 
John Kriechbaumer mentioned the $200 driver fee for the Canterbury races and Canterbury are to review it. They may cut the series back to 2 days.

Rule amendments on going to tidy up some of the differences between North and South Island

Tote Race dates confirmed 14th & 21st December. Full fields are required.

Finance

Trillian Trust

After discussion on the format of the North Island finals, the committee felt that a 6 race series would improve the credibility of the Northern Drivers to go forward to the NZ Championships. A longer series would take out, to a greater degree, the element of luck. 

Previously Trillian has been asked to provide some funding to cover race day expenses, however the committee felt that if Trillian could fund a six race series then this would be better use of funding and raceday costs could be covered on a user pays system.

Six races will be held two on each night at Alexandra Park on February 18th, 25th & March 4th. Forty eight horses will be required over the 6 races, funding is sought for half or 24 horses.
