Auckland/Canterbury Challenge

Further from the Auckland/Canterbury challenge it was approved by the meeting that Gayleen be asked to buy 6 coloured caps. The 8 caps will be allocated a number to be worn in races to aid the commentator.

Anzac Series: 
Advice from Australia is that Amateur Driving will not be approved and therefore there will be no further Anzac challenges. Australia will no longer provide a representative at the World Amateur Driving Championships.
Advanced Amateurs/ Novice Amateurs: 

Stewart Ashworth was congratulated for the efforts he has made to organise races for Novices on Saturdays May 22nd and 29th. Although only 2 novice drivers have taken advantage of this opportunity, Stewart is in regular contact with a total of 8 drivers. Stewart thanked the amateurs and trainers that have supported these heats. There will be heats on June 19th and in July 

Trackside:
While there has been little interest from Trackside to play amateur races, Kevin Smith has agreed to consider amateur form for field selection. However the onus is on the nominating trainer to advise this form.

Jon Nigro presented an up to date balance sheet. No major changes
Accountabilities to Trillian Trust were completed (except for the ATC invoice.) and would be sent in immediately.

Congratulations:
To Sally Yoakley for passing her time trial, Sally as already had her first start as a full amateur in the $1,000 race.
Amateur Tote Race Dates:

Concern was expressed at the decision of the club to program another race with the same conditions as the amateur race. Amateurs were reminded to give preference for the amateur race or to nominate only for the amateur race.
World Cup 2012: 
Steve Phillips reported that HRNZ had agreed to give permission to run 8 penalty free races for the World Championships

Rules and conditions for the World Championships will be finalised by the National Council.

Gavin Cook is the World Cup co-ordinator.
The NZ Rep will need to be an Advanced Amateur Driver to compete.

$1000 Races:

The first of the $1,000 races to be run during the winter months for Full Amateur Drivers has been held. Nominations were excellent and a second race would have been possible but stabling was not available. 
The next $1,000 race will be held between the next 2 tote races. The date is to be confirmed and will be notified on the website. Consideration will be given to changes or some variety in the conditions.

Kumeu Fun Day:
Will be held on 11th July, as usual races will be on for novice and full amateurs. This is an excellent day and worth attending.

Race Dates 2010-2011:
Steve Phillips provided a list of possible dates for the next season. This includes a number of Cambridge dates which is now possible because of the greyhounds starting earlier at noon.

The recommendation was to apply to the clubs for a total of 20 race dates with top 10 races counting in the points competition to find the top 8 drivers.
Medical Certificates:

The cost of the over 65 medical can be in the region of $600 although it is cheaper in Hamilton. The meeting was advised that the Horsemen’s Association was considering the same matter. It was felt that for amateur’s drivers who were not driving to earn and only have a small number of drives per season this cost was excessive. It was also put that using a drivers own doctor had the advantage of his having all the drivers’ medical records available. Ival Brownlee was asked to express the NZADA -Auckland drivers concerns at the next Horsemen’s meeting
Provincial Challenge:

Steve Phillips advised that Invercargill was likely to be able to fund this challenge this year. That unusual circumstances had led to few horses being available at the meeting last year. It was recommended that those drivers selected to go last year would have first opportunity in 2010.

Prize giving:
In the spirit of amateur driving, given his absence, Jeff Darby was appointed coordinator for the 2010 amateur prize giving. It will be held on a Sunday  evening in August in Pukekohe. Confirmed date and venue will be notified at the July meeting. Jon Nigro is to get a quote from the Rugby team and Richard Yoakley to get a quote from the Cosmopolitan Club. The 2009 review of the prizegiving will be made available to Jeff.
AGM: 
The AGM will be held on the 5th of July 2010 6.30pm at the Stables Café Alexandra Park.

There will be a review of the Structure of the race series and the rules so please read the rules and attend to have your say.
