It was agreed that all these members be accepted.
After discussion it was agreed that the committee comprise of CHAIRMAN, DEPUTY CHAIRMAN TREASURER RACE CO-ORDINATOR AND FUNDING.

GENERAL BUSINESS:
Penalties for driving offences – JK wanted to change the rules Frank feels this was never addressed as they were kept outside our rules. Ival read the rules which can't be changed at our AGM. So ideas were discussed as to what should be changed. Frank felt we should have our own set of rules and we need to address this to NZAD ASSOC AGM to include a clause that local amateur driver's committees can set their own rules. Frank feels no fines should be applied. Anne said in the old rules, we were not allowed to fine. So Richard suggested this could be forwarded as a remit to the AGM.

Frank B raised an issue on the forum – summer series . He felt this was a show piece for amateur driving. He felt who ever finishes in the top 8 should automatically go to the North Island Series. This would give them a better recognition. The 4 race series normally determined this and Adrienne felt that as the drivers did not choose their horses it was the luck of the draw as it was not easy to always get the same quality of horses. Jeff agreed that more recognition was needed for the person who keeps entering. Only concern that the top driver sits around for a month not driving. Anne felt it unfortunate that good drivers can have the worst horse. Adrienne felt the practice driving is up to the individual to organise themselves, drives at workouts etc to keep in practice. So Frank moved the motion.

1. The winner of Summer Series be designated N. Island Champion.

2. N. Island Champion automatic qualification for the National Finals.

3. We rename N. Island Finals to become the National Qualifying Series.

4. The N. Island Finals – The National Champion qualifies automatically plus the next 3 top points scorers.
Frank moved Anne seconded Motion carried.
Anne presented a motion from Phil Clabby.

On horse points table – no horse can be handicapped under 50 points.

Phil moved Anne seconded. Motion carried.
Danny Blakemore (by proxy) raised an issue on whether we should recondsider easing down on the 1st 400 metres in the summer series. After much discussion it was decided to leave as is for safety reasons.

Mac Robinson had sent an email regarding qualifying for your Advanced Amateur Licence. It was explained that Harness Racing NZ decides on the drives and wins. It was suggested by them that you could have more drives and one less win but it was felt this would add an extra year onto your time so was not practical. Left as it is makes it easier to achieve . 

Ival discussed the video and Stipe rule. Did we need the video coverage – can all races count even if we only have Stipe.  Frank said we can change rule 8.2 rule by removing reference to Video coverage.

Frank moved that this be done, Ival seconded it. Motion carried.
